July 20th
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The prophet Elijah, whose memory is honoured on the 20th of the month, is connected with rain and the tops of mountains. A small church dedicated to him can be found everywhere in Greece. He is greatly revered among the Orthodox as a model of the contemplative life. 
Elijah appeared before King Ahab to announce God's curse: "As the LORD, the God of Israel, lives, whom I serve, there will be neither dew nor rain in the next few years except at my word." (1 Kings 17:1, NIV) Then Elijah fled to the brook Cherith, east of the Jordan River, where ravens brought him bread and meat. Elijah did not die. God sent chariots and horses of fire and took Elijah up to heaven in a whirlwind. 

Under God's guidance, Elijah struck a heavy blow against the evil of false gods. He was an instrument for miracles against non-believers.
