
St. Michael’s Day
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Michael (Greek: Μιχαήλ, Mikhaḗl) is an archangel referred to as “Saint Michael the Archangel” and also as “Saint Michael”. Orthodox Christians refer to him as the “Taxiarch Archangel Michael” or simply “Archangel Michael”.

In the Orthodox Church, Saint Michael’s principal feast day is November 8th when he is honoured, along with the rest of the “Bodiless Powers of Heaven” (i.e. angels), as their Supreme Commander. 
Eastern Orthodox Christians grant Michael the title “Archistrategos” or “Supreme Commander of the Heavenly Hosts”. In the New Testament, Michael leads God's armies against Satan's forces in the Book of Revelation, where during the war in heaven he defeats Satan. Christian sanctuaries to Michael appeared in the 4th century when he was first seen as a healing angel and then over time as a protector and the leader of the army of God against the forces of evil.
According to Christian tradition the Archangel did not die, but continues being among people on Earth as a passenger or a beggar. Archangel Michael is believed to be a “living saint”.
